On 30th January, Year 10 were invited to an assembly to speak about a re-emerging subject with youth today: Gambling and Mental
Health.

One of the founders of WhysUp named Mark came into school to share his story with us. He was the same age as us (the Year 10
students) when he had fallen into addiction. Due to him being exposed at a young age with no support, he had accumulated a sum of
£306,000 in debt. He had no money to pay his creditors back and when he did, he would blow it off on horse races. It was a hard
year in rehab but he pushed through and is now 9 years free. He is able to stay and take care of his three sons and repair his
relationships with his family.

One of the vital things he had mentioned was how gambling has now transferred into an online space and how it is an everyday
occurrence for kids of today. Many kids couldn’t imagine letting go of a digital device for even five minutes, let alone a week. This
is an “acceptable” addiction even though it could have a detrimental effect on someone’s social and mental health. Another addiction
is: opening “loot-boxes” on different games online. Many companies use them to pry on kids and trap them into a loop of using their
parents’ credit card and rebuying loot-boxes. Mark had spoken to a kid about this problem. He (the kid) had spent over £2,000 of his
mother’s money to buy a virtual item. When asked why, it was because there was just a button that could be clicked with zero
repercussions. Companies and everyday life have normalised this addictive behaviour to us which could lead to a destructive life in
the future.

If you feel like you also suffer from not being able to detach yourself from online or tend to spend £100 upon £100 on online games,
I suggest reaching out and reading about Mark’s company to enlighten yourself and improve the way you consume media.

And, in a
precursor to greeting cards, he handed out paper hearts to remind Christians of their love for God. Because of this legend, Saint
Valentine became known as the patron saint of love.

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Valentine’s Day cookies

Want something home-made to give to your family, friends or even your crush for Valentine’s day? Well, look no further, for
this cookie recipe has the cookies come out the oven fully decorated.

They look perfect without the need to mix up batches of icing.

) - Roll out to a 1/4-inch thickness then transfer onto a
Ingredients:

- 1 cup/227g unsalted butter (room temperature),
- 1 cup/234g granulated sugar

- 4 Cups/500g all-purpose flour (sifted)

- % cup 80g corn-starch (sifted)

- Yateaspoon/4g salt

- 1 teaspoon/15ml vanilla extract

- Yacup/ 50g caster sugar

- Few drops of pink food colouring

- It's easiest to make two separate batches of cookie
dough: one uncoloured and one pink, just use half the
ingredients for each batch. You can however make a
big batch of dry and a big batch of wet ingredients then
divide in half using a scale, colour one and mix.

In these instructions we will be making two batches
starting with the uncoloured batch.

- Sift 2 cups flour, 40g corn-starch, and about 1/3 tsp salt
into a large bowl then whisk to incorporate.

- In a mixer cream 1/2 cup room temperature butter, and
1/2 cup sugar together.

- Mixin 1 1/2 tsp vanilla extract.
- Add 1 egg to each sugar/butter mixture.

- On low, mix in dry mixture until almost combined.
Scrape the bowl down then mix once more until just

combined.

baking sheet and place in refrigerator to chill. I like to
roll my cookie dough between two layers of plastic for
ease of transfer and clean up.

Now it's time to make the pink batch. Repeat the above
steps but add in a few drops of soft pink food colouring
to the butter sugar mixture along with the vanilla.

Roll out as before and sprinkle about % cup pink sanding
sugar onto the pink batch. Give a gentle roll to press the
pink sugar into the dough.

Cover with plastic, transfer to a baking sheet and chill for
at least 20 minutes to firm up.

Once the dough has chilled use a ruler and a sharp knife
to cut %2 inch strips of dough. Return to fridge while you
work on the next batch.

Layer pink and white stripes so that they are touching.

Cover dough with a sheet of plastic wrap or parchment
paper then roll to create a seal. Transfer to the fridge to
chill on last time.

Preheat to 375 degrees F.
Cut cookies with a heart shaped cutter.

Carefully lace cookies on a baking sheet lined with
parchment paper or a silicone baking sheet.

Bake for about 12 minutes then allow to cool before
enjoying.
